The family resource center model is: “An entrepreneurial venture in human capacity building”. (Mary
Jolley) Self-sufficiency/independence is the foundation upon which this model was created.

Creating “learning communities” across this state to assure economic development and job creation
through the family resource centers has impacted in virtually every department of state and local
government, providing creative and alternative resources and supports to assure that, at the
community level, individuals and families have the greatest opportunity for success. The success of
these strategies has resulted in improved economic, education, health/healthcare and safety outcomes
for children and families and those investments have earned dividends for this State.

In 2008 the Alabama Legislature created a “Services for Alabama Families Study Commission”
charged with several duties: to study various issues related to family services; to gather information
about services provided by the different family services programs in the state; and to examine the
funding sources and funding limitations of the programs in the state. In addition, the Commission was
to review accountability and quality measures, while compiling and analyzing data related to service
delivery and to make recommendations to the Legislature and the Governor regarding said services
and funding.

This Commission, representing a broad range of state services, studied the impact of these services,
conducted a Return on Investment Analysis and considered measures for assuring sustainable fiscal
resources generated at the community and state levels. The following information provides a look at
how the Alabama Network of Family Resources Centers has impacted state agencies both fiscally and
economically through family support, education and job placement and creation.
